Mill Road

e Turn right onto Halls Mill Road

e Take the ramp to Route 33 westbound

e Turn right onto Route 79N/South Street

e Turn right onto Route 33B

Variable Message Signs will be used to provide advance notification to motorists. The
precise timing of the work is subject to change due to weather or other factors.
