closures tonight at Route 130 and Bridgeboro Street in Delran, Burlington County. 

Beginning at 8 p.m. tonight, Tuesday, June 14 until 6 a.m. tomorrow, Wednesday, June 15, 

NJDOT’s contractor, South State, Inc., is scheduled to close the Bridgeboro Street eastbound ramp 

to Route 130 northbound, and the Bridgeboro Street westbound ramp to Route 130 northbound for 

milling and paving. Motorists are advised to follow the posted detours. 

This work is part of a $8.5 million state-funded maintenance contract for roadway repairs on Route 

130 in Burlington County. The project is expected to be completed this winter.
