• Motorists on Route 21 wishing to take the ramp to I-280 eastbound will be directed to stay 

left to take the ramp to I-280 westbound/The Oranges 

• Take Exit 14 to Clifton Avenue 

• Turn left onto Clifton Avenue 

• Turn left to take the ramp to I-280 eastbound/NJ Turnpike 

 

The work is part of a $9.7 million state-funded maintenance project to repair steel and aluminum 

structures at various locations in eight counties throughout North Jersey.
