Route 139 westbound Lower Level detour:

e Motorists on Route 139 westbound wishing to take the ramp to Route 1&9/1I-
280/Pulaski Skyway will be directed to stay right to take the ramp to Kennedy
Boulevard/Jersey City
Continue on Route 139 westbound Upper Level
Turn left onto JFK Boulevard/CR 501 southbound
Take the first right to take the ramp to Route 1&9 southbound/Newark
Stay left to continue straight through Tonnele Circle toward Route 1&9
southbound/Newark
e Continue straight through the traffic light to take the ramp towards Pulaski

Skyway/Newark, back to Route 139 westbound/Pulaski Skyway

The work is part of a $22.6 million state-funded maintenance project to repair concrete
structures at various locations in eight counties throughout North Jersey.
