e Take ramp onto Route 18 northbound

Route 18 southbound detour:

e Traffic on Route 18 southbound will be directed to take the ramp onto Cranbury Road
e Stay left and follow signs for Old Bridge/Spotswood/Cranbury

e Use the left lane to make a U-turn onto Cranbury South River Road

e Stay right to take ramp onto Summerhill Road/CR 613

e Turn left onto Rues Lane/CR 617

e Turn right onto Route 18 southbound
