• Turn left onto Sand Spring Road back to Route 202 
 
Route 202 southbound detour: 
• Motorists on Route 202 southbound will be directed to turn left onto Sand Spring Road  
• Turn right onto Blue Mill Road 
• Turn right onto Glen Alpin Road/CR 646 back to Route 202
